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Seldex provides Photoshop templates for designing your Timber Folio Box lid and base. Photoshop
templates can be found on each individual product webpage under the “Template” tab. Please make
sure your “Guides” are turned on in Photoshop so the guidelines appear.

ACRYLIC LID - Timber Folio Boxes with an acrylic lids require just 1 template for the base of the box.
We find most studios use this for their studio logo.

IMAGE LID - Timber Folio Boxes with an image lid require 3 templates for photographs. On top of the
lid, underneath the lid and the base of the box.

FLOATING IMAGE LID - Timber Folio Boxes with an floating image lid require 3 templates. On top of
the lid (handtorn photo), under the lid and on the base of the box.

Select the template which matches the Timber Folio Box you would like to design and open it in Adobe
Photoshop. When you open the template you will see a blank area with guidelides around the outside.
Please remember that you need to fill the entire space with either image or colour. You must ensure you
DO NOT finish your image on one of the outside guide lines - it must bleed to the edge of the tem-
plate as per the examples below.

Your completed design should be colour corrected, ready to print and saved as a JPEG at 300 dpi.

FLOATING LID TEMPLATE
The floating lid template for the top of the box features a mask
that you will need to insert your photograph behind.

Add a photo to the template and place it on top of the mask layer.
To insert the photo into the mask on a PC press Control+Alt+G.
The photo wiﬁ)insert behind the opening and will “clip” (hide) any
part of the photo that goes beyond the opening. You can then
transform the photo as normal. For Mac users you will need to
press Command+Option+G.
